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The study might be a good fit for your child if your child:  

 

• Aged 6 to 14 years old. 
• Has no prescription or is short-sighted (greater than   

-0.50 D) 
• Has best corrected vision 0.1 LogMAR or better than in each eye 
• Has no history of eye turn (strabismus) or lazy eye (amblyopia). 
• Has good ocular and general health. 
• Is not using any form of myopia control treatment. 

 

What would happen if I took part in the research study? 

If your child decides to take part, they will be: 

• Screened for eligibility. This will involve a screening test (60 mins) measuring their vision, power of 
their eyes, ocular health checkup and eye length measurement. 

• If they are eligible for this study, they have to undergo an additional test (5 mins) to measure choroidal 
(tissue at the back of the eye) thickness. This measurement does not carry any risks as it is non-
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
