To provide the tools necessary to systematic, critical and analytical scientific thinking;

To provide foundational understanding of ethical issues in scientific research, communication and
application of scientific findings.

Emphasis will be placed on critical thinking about published research on contemporary issues in behavioural
sciences, including discussion about what distinguishes evidence-based research from pseudoscience.
